Preface

The systematized data from the statistical survey referred to as "The Household Consumption Survey in the Republic
of Macedonia" conducted in 2008 are presented in the Statistical Review No. 4.4.9.01 In our opinion these data could serve
to analyze the living standards of the households in the Republic of Macedonia. The Review is the follow-up of the same
publication published for 2007.

The data published in the Review are on: the average available funds according to the sources, the amount of used
funds according to the purpose of consumption, the amount of money used, the quantities of foodstuffs and some other
commodities intended for personal consumption, as well as data on the household level of supplies with durable goods.

The data are systematized for all the households in total and according to the socio-economic category of the
household: agricultural, mixed and non-agricultural.

The categorization of households in socio-economic categories enables one to have an insight into the current
differences of the level and structure of the household personal consumption, which is a crucial material component of the
living standards of the population.

The data from this survey are used to draw up lines indicating the poverty in Macedonia according to the regions
and according to the types of the households.

Moreover, the data from this survey are used for drawing up weights to estimate the Consumer price index.

For easier and more accurate uses of data consisted in this Review, methodological instructions and remarks are
given.

The State Statistical Office of the Republic of Macedonia hopes that this publication will meet its tasks of providing
the general public and its data users with the basic data on the household income and expenditure in a given period of time.
We will therefore appreciate highly any possible remarks or suggestions aimed at improving the publication.

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METHODOLOG/CAL EXPLANATION

The Data Sources

The data presented in this Review have been obtained on the basis of the statistical survey known as the "Household
Consumption Survey", conducted during 2008.

An observation unit is each household for a single-person or a household comprising more members that has
been selected according to the sample plan.

The term "household" is defined as:

- each single person who lives on his own and does not have any other household in some other place;

- family or any other community of people who live and spend their incomes together in order to cover their basic
costs (those for living, food and so on) regardless of whether all the members of the household are continually present
in the place of residence or whether some of them are staying for a longer time in other place or country for purposes of
education or employment.

Persons who are not members of the family, in case they work, eat and reside in the same house community (house-
maid, permanent workers on private agricultural holding and so on) are classified as household members.

Pupils and students are considered to be household members irrespective of how much time they spent outside
the household (at schools and studying).

Territorial Range

The survey is carried out on the whole territory of the Republic of Macedonia.

Sample

The survey is conducted on sample of 5040 households on the whole territory of the country, which is about 1%
of the total number of households in the country.

The frame of the selection are all enumeration districts that contain above 20 households, from Census 2002.

The sample is two-stage stratified. Primary sampling units are the enumeration districts and secondary sampling
units are the adresses of households.

For the needs of the sample stratification on two levels with the total 16 strata was made:

- Eight geographical regions, NUTS 3 and

- Two contingents- urban and rural areas.

In the sample were 210 enumeration districts. The allocation of the sample in the stratas for the first stage is
proportionally to the number of households in the region, and in the second stage for each selected enumeration district
each quarter 6 households were selected randomly with equal probability. Each quarter were interviewed 1260 households,
or 5040 different households on annual level.

In the survey are not allowed substitutions of the households.

ESTIMATES AND ERRORS CALCULATION

The estimates in the Households Budget Survey are in the forms of totals and ratios.

The domain of estimates is whole country.

In the estimating procedure of HBS - 2008 year the non-response adjustment has been made on the level of
enumeration districts. The errors are calculated as relative errors. All errors calculations were made with statistical package
SAS.

The non-response rate for HBS-2008 was 15.0% and the refusal rate was 10.3%

The Survey Method

In the Survey, are used two the methods: method of carry out of diaries and method of interview on the basis of
questionnaire forms. In the Survey, data for incomes are collected for three months, while data for expenditures are collected
for 15 days, during which each household make records for expenditures in the diary.

The Household Socio-Economic Category

The categorization of the households into one of the three possible categories is done on the bases of the following
criteria:

An agricultural household is a household with its own agricultural holding and all its members able to work are
engaged on the holding as agricultural workers. None of the household members is officially employed outside the holding,
none of them owns a store for trade and none of them is a pensioner, but one or more of its members can occasionally
work outside the holding in order to earn some additional incomes.
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Moreover, the agricultural households refer to the:

- households of agricultural workers with no land who work regularly on the holdings of other private agricultural
producers;

- agricultural households with elderly members who own a holding, but are not capable of working and other people
cultivate their land, regardless of whether they pay for the cultivation of land, lease their land or give it to sharecroppers. Their
income comes from the holding and they do not have any other incomes,

- households whose members have acquired the right to receive agricultural pension on the basis of the Law on
Retirement and Disability Insurance;

- agricultural household whose members are temporarily working abroad.

A Mixed Household is a household with its own agricultural holding in which, in addition to the members who work
on the holding, one or more members are permanently employed outside the holding in the public or private sector or are
engaged with some non-agricultural service (self-employed craftsmen, catering workers, hauliers and so on). This category
also includes households owning agricultural holdings where one or more members are income recipients (pensioners).

A household which owns an agricultural holding according to the stipulated criteria, and all its household members
able to work hold an employment outside the holding, are self-employed craftsmen, pensioners or other persons with personal
incomes, and in their spare time (afternoons, Sundays and holidays) work on the holding or pay for the cultivation of land
under their supervision, lease their land or give it to the sharecroppers, is also considered as a mixed household, since part
of its income also comes from the agriculture.

Non-agricultural households are the households which do not possess their own agricultural holdings, and one or
more of their members are permanently employed in the public or private sectors or perform certain non-agricultural service
(self-employed craftworkers, catering workers, hauliers, lawyers, artists, writers, musicians and so on) or are income recipients
(pensioners).

Definition for a Private Agricultural Holding

Each agricultural holding comprising at least 10 acres of cultivable land is considered to be a private agricultural
holding.

A holding smaller than 10 acres is considered to be an agricultural holding only if:

a) vegetables, fruits, flowers, aromatic and medicinal herbs, tobacco or poppy are cultivated on it for sale

b) the household owns for the purposes of sale few cattle.

Available and Used Funds

The avallable funds within a household comprise the financial means at the disposal of the household, the value of
products used for personal consumption from one’s own production and the value of consumption credits and loans raised
and realized during 2008.

The used funads for the household include its expenditures for purchasing goods and services for personal consumption,
the value of the consumption from one’s own production and the refunded part of the consumption credits and loans.

Quantity of Good’s for Personal Consumption
The data published in this review refer to the quantities of foodstuffs, beverages, cigarettes, heating briquettes, firewood,
electricity, gas and liquid fuels purchased by the household and consumed from one’s own production.

The Household Level of Supplies with Durable Goods

In the table "The Household Level of Supplies with Durable Goods" data are presented on the durable goods which
are owned and used by the household in the flat/house.

The percentage of households possessing durable goods is computed on the bases of the total number of households
surveyed in the country, for all the households in total and for each socio-economic category separately.

Note:

In all the tables, in addition to the average estimate per household or per household member, the possible estimate
errors are computed as well. This means that the real processes are within the estimated averages, decreased or increased
for the percentage of the estimate error. We draw attention to the fact that all the data with an estimate error higher than 20
% should be considered with certain reserves because of the possible high estimate error. All other data should be used,
bearing in mind this note.
