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CGAP’s work with smallholder
households

CGAP’s client orientation naturally leads
to a greater focus on the largest global
segment of those living on less than
US$2 a day: smallholder families. More
than only agricultural producers, most
smallholder families earn income from
a variety of nonagricultural sources,
including the sale of labor and off-
farm enterprising. As such, they have
a range of activities and priorities that
demand various financial solutions.
Consequently, CGAP is exploring finan-
cial innovation for smallholder families
using a holistic approach to understand
the wide array of challenging financial
services needs of these households.

Financial solutions for agriculture.
Meeting financial needs related to agri-
cultural activities is challenging. Agri-
culture is by nature seasonal, with time
passing between cash outflows and in-
flows. Farming depends on the quality
of the resource base, it is vulnerable to
pests and spoilage, and it is exposed to
the volatility of weather and prices. Fi-
nancial services providers face risk and
liquidity management challenges be-
cause farmers in the same area general-
ly borrow at the same time and often do
the same activities, and therefore, they
are often exposed to the same risks. Fi-
nancial services providers need to un-
derstand both agriculture and finance—
and they often require greater incentives
to work in remote rural areas, where
sparse populations and weak infrastruc-
ture result in higher transaction costs.
As a result, traditional microfinance has
not reached the vast majority of small-
holder farmers. Recent advances based
on supply chain finance have primarily
benefitted the relatively small number

of smallholder farmers in tight value
chains with agribusinesses, marketing
companies, or processors.

Meeting other financial needs. Irreg-
ular cash flows and risks of agriculture
activities further complicate an already
complex system of household cash man-
agement, where agriculture is not always
the only or most important source of in-
come. Consequently, CGAP’s strategy also
encompasses those financial needs of
smallholder families that are not directly
related to agricultural production, includ-
ing off-farm enterprising and household
consumption. While these needs are not
unique to smallholder families, they often
are uniquely impacted by family reliance
on agricultural activities. For example,
in smallholder communities in parts of
western Kenya, school fees are due soon
after the maize crop is harvested, forcing
parents to sell their produce when the
market is still flooded and prices are low.
Ironically, the financial product these
smallholder families may need most is
not tied to agricultural at all, but instead
to education: an educational loan that
would allow them to store their harvest
until market prices increase.

Segmentation. Segmentation of small-
holder families can help differentiate
the demand for financial services among
these households and can help develop
tailored solutions. Drawing from the
wide body of existing research and ex-
perience, in 2013 CGAP proposed a
global segmentation framework based
on what smallholder housheolds grow,
how they engage with markets as buyers
and/or sellers, and how those markets
are organized.! Not all poor smallholder
families fit clearly within only one of the
three segments. But segmentation does
allow a greater understanding of the fact
that different segments have different
financial needs, and that this variety in
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demand cannot be met by the same suite tured markets and value chains, but it

Noncommercial smallholder fam-
ilies. The approximately 300 million
noncommercial smallholder families
are generally considered subsistence
farmers, and they are among the poor-
est households. They typically farm to
contribute to their own sustenance
and survival, not as a vocation or stra-
tegic business choice. Agricultural
production is concentrated in staple
crops (e.g, cereals, roots, tubers) that
are consumed by the household. Irreg-
ular, small amounts of surplus might
be sold in an informal, local market,
and there is limited or no connec-
tion to a structured value chain. Non-
commercial smallholder families are
generally net buyers of food (supple-
menting their own production) and
sellers of labor, which limits their abil-
ity to produce. Very few purchase in-
puts and little mechanization is used,
and outputs are relatively low. Access
to land, technology, education, mar-
kets, and information about weather
or agricultural production are very
limited, leaving the household high-
ly vulnerable to income and other
shocks. These households, which are
among the poorest, rely on informal
financial mechanisms and tools (e.g.,
local savings and loan groups) for ba-
sic financial services.

Commercial smallholder house-
holds in loose value chains. The ap-
proximately 165 million commercial
smallholder households in loose value
chains have access to somewhat more
land and generate some level of sur-
plus to sell in a market. However, lack
of storage often forces these families
to sell when prices are low only to re-
purchase the same crop for consump-
tion later when prices are higher. Their
crop mix tends to focus on staples,
which they sell through loosely struc-

seeds, fibers). Commercial smallhold-
er households in loose value chains
have limited access to inputs—infor-
mation about weather, markets, and
prices—but because they have some
access to more effective agricultural
practices and financial services, they
are in a relatively more resilient posi-
tion than noncommercial smallholder
households.

Commercial smallholder house-
holds in tight value chains. The ap-
proximately 35 million commercial
smallholder households in tight value
chains, broadly speaking, have access
to at least two hectares of land and
approach farming as a business—
growing crops that generate a reliable
output to sell in local or regional mar-
kets and/or through highly structured
value chains. Because of their rela-
tionship with these relatively more
organized value chains, farmers in
this segment have access to improved
seeds, inputs, agricultural and weather
information, finance, and secure mar-
kets and prices. Their crop mix empha-
sizes higher value crops, but is likely to
also include staple crops. In terms of
access to finance, they interact with a
relatively wider range of financial ser-
vices from both informal and formal
financial services providers than do
the other two segments.

Building on this global segmentation
framework, CGAP sought to explore the
financial and agricultural lives of small-
holder farmer households in Bangladesh
and, therefore, began a comprehensive
attitudinal and behavioral research pro-
gram in January 2015. The research
project—comprising qualitative research
in the form of focus groups, a survey with
an accompanying household listing, and
a segmentation—sought to answer three
key questions (see Figure 1).

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Definition and focus of the survey
sample

The objectives of the national survey of
smallholder households in Bangladesh
were as follows:

®  Generate a clear picture of the small-
holder sector at the national level,
including household demographics,
agricultural profile, and poverty sta-
tus and market relationships.

®  Segment smallholder households in
Bangladesh according to the most
compelling variables that emerge.

®  Characterizethe demand forfinancial
services in each segment, focusing
on customer needs, attitudes, and
perceptions related to both agricul-
tural and financial services.

®  Detail how the financial needs of
each segment are currently met, with
both informal and formal services,
and where there may be promising
opportunities to add value.

Identifying target group of small-
holder households. Similar to findings
in African markets, discussions with
stakeholders and findings from desk re-
search concluded that there is no clear
agreement on the characteristics that de-
fine a smallholder in Bangladesh. As a re-
sult, and based on previous smallholder
work in Africa, a matrix was developed of
each of the key criteria that could be used
to distinguish smallholder households
from other agricultural households.

The desk research also found a range
of definitions of relevant terms across

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countries, reflecting the variations in
their agricultural sectors; some govern-
ments define smallholders solely by their
landholding size. When landholding size
was used to define a smallholder, the
range differed greatly across Asian and
African countries, from 2.5 hectares in
India up to 46 hectares in Malaysia.

InterMedia was the global implementing
partner for CGAP’s series of national sur-
veys of smallholder housheolds. Work-
ing with CGAP, InterMedia proceeded to
develop a high water mark for identify-
ing the pool of smallholder households
relevant to this research. The research

was designed to be as inclusive as pos-
sible, without diluting or distorting the
population representation (see Table 2).
The identification measure used two key
criteria—landholding size and livestock
count—as the starting point for identi-
fying the target group. Since research-
ers wanted to ensure that the essence
of smallholder farmers was included,
self-identifying perception questions
were also asked in the listing exercise.
This was done to ensure that each small-
holder household selected in the study
viewed agriculture as a significant part
of its household’s livelihood, income, or
consumption.
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The smallholder household survey in
Bangladeshisanationally representative
survey, with a target sample size of
3,000 smallholder households. The
sample was designed to provide reliable
survey estimates at the national level.
The universe for the survey consists
of smallholder households defined as
households with the criteria identified
in Table 2.

Sampling frame

Bangladesh has seven administrative
divisions. Each division is divided into
districts, subdistricts, wards (for urban
areas), or unions (for rural areas). Each
ward is further divided into mahallas;
each union consists of mauzas. For the
2008 agricultural census, mauzas and
mahallas were further divided into
153,945 enumeration areas (EAs).

The Bangladesh Bureau of Statistics
maintains a list of 64,314 mauzas and
mahallas. Among these, 750 mauzas
and mabhallas (i.e., 1.2 percent of the
total) have missing information on the
number of agricultural households they
contained in 2008. In addition, 18,377
mauzas and mahallas had fewer than
80 agricultural households. These mau-
zas and mahallas contain about 4.8 per-
cent of the total number of agricultural
households.

The sampling frame for the smallholder
survey consisted of the list of EAs for
mauzas and mahallas that contain at

least 80 agricultural households in 2008.
While at the mauza and mahalla level the
number of agricultural households was
available, at the EA level only the esti-
mated number of (general) households
was available along with the urban-rural
classification.

Sample allocation and selection

To account for nonresponse, the tar-
get sample size was increased to 3,158
households, assuming a nonresponse
rate of 5 percent observed in similar
national household surveys. The total
sample size was first allocated to the di-
visions based on the number of agricul-
tural households in the sampling frame.
Within each division, the resulting
sample was then distributed to urban
and rural areas in proportion to number
of agricultural households.

Given that EAs were the primary sam-
pling units and 15 households were se-
lected in each EA, 211 EAs were selected.

The sample for the smallholder survey
is a stratified multistage sample. Stratifi-
cation was achieved by separating each
division into urban and rural areas. The
urban and rural classification is based
on the 2008 agricultural census. There-
fore, 14 strata were created, and the
sample was selected independently in
each stratum.

In the first stage, EAs were selected as
primary sampling units with probability
proportional to size, the size being the
number of households in the EAs. Before

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the selection, in each stratum, the list of
EAs was sorted by district, subdistrict,
wards and unions, and mauzas and ma-
hallas. A household listing operation was
conducted in all selected EAs to identify
smallholder households and to pro-
vide a frame for selecting smallholder
households to be included in the sam-
ple. In the second stage, 15 smallhold-
ers were sampled in each EA with equal
probability.

In each sampled household, the House-
hold Questionnaire was administered to
the head of the household, the spouse,
or any knowledgeable adult household
member to collect information about
household characteristics. The Multiple
Respondent Questionnaire was adminis-
tered to all adult members in each sam-
pled household to collect information
on their agricultural activities, financial
behaviors, and mobile money use. In ad-
dition, in each sampled household, only
one household member was selected us-
ing the Kish grid and was administered
the Single Respondent Questionnaire.

The full description of the sample design
can be found in Annex C.

Household listing

The household listing operation was
conducted in all selected EAs between
14 February and 13 March 2016. For
this purpose, InterMedia developed a
manual that describes the listing and
mapping procedures. The manual in-
cluded listing forms and questions used
to identify smallholder households ac-
cording to the agreed definition for the
survey. This manual was used to train
listing teams in Dhaka. Each listing team
comprised one supervisor, one lister,
and one mapper recruited from MRB'’s
pool of enumerators. The training in-
volved both classroom sessions and
field practice.

The household listing was done on tab-
lets, which required MRB to develop a
script for the listing forms. The script
was field-tested and validated before it
was used for the listing operation.

Sampling weights

The sample for the smallholder house-
hold survey is not self-weighting; there-
fore, sampling weights were calculated.
The first component of the weights is the
design weight based on the probability
of selection for each stage. The second
component uses the response rate at
both household and individual levels.

The design weights for households were
adjusted for nonresponse at the house-
hold level to produce adjusted house-
hold weights. Sampling weights for the
multiple respondent data file were de-
rived from adjusted household weights
by applying to them nonresponse rates
at the individual level. For the single
respondent data file, the same pro-
cess was applied after taking into ac-
count the subsampling done within the
household.

Finally, household and individual sam-
pling weights were normalized separately
at the national level so the weighted
number of cases equals the total sample
size. The normalized sampling weights
were attached to the different data files
and used during analysis.

Sampling errors

The sample design for the smallholder
household survey is complex and fea-
tures clustering, stratification, and un-
equal probabilities of selection. For key
survey estimates, sampling errors taking
into account the design features will be
produced using either the SPSS Complex
Sample module or STATA based on the
Taylor series approximation method.
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Developing the instrument

Existing research and stakeholder
discussions. Building on other house-
hold surveys (e.g., agricultural censes,
Living Standards Measurement Study
[LSMS], FinScope, AgFiMS), as well as
the 2013 CGAP global segmentation,?
this methodology and survey instru-
ment were designed to answer a num-
ber of questions about smallholder
households in Bangladesh?:

Understanding and segmenting
smallholder households. What are
the key characteristics of the small-
holder sector at the national level
(e.g., demographics, poverty status,
hectares, crops and livestock, level
of intensification, market relation-
ships)? And what segments of small-
holder households emerge?

Attitudes and perceptions of
smallholder households. How do
smallholder households perceive
their agricultural activities (e.g., a
subsistence activity, business), and
do household members, especially
youth, see a future in agriculture? On
the financial side, what is the level
of comfort with digital financial ser-
vices and other channels and service
providers?

Opportunities to improve finan-
cial inclusion for each segment of
smallholder households. Which
financial mechanisms does each
segment of smallholder households
demand, from the perspectives of
both customer needs (store, trans-
fer, build, secure, etc.) and products
(e.g., credit, deposit, insurance)?

What informal and formal suite of
financial mechanisms does each
segment currently use and where
are there opportunities to add value
with new services and/or delivery
channels?

The first months of the project included
a series of deep-dives into the existing
research on smallholders to determine
what questions had already been asked,
what the findings were, and how to
proceed to complement and expand on
these findings to meet our objectives.
Several sources were consulted in the
process, including IFC, Dalberg, Fin-
mark Trust, AgFiMS, FinScope, FAO, GIZ,
IFAD, and the World Bank. The second-
ary research brought a series of ques-
tions that informed discussions with
stakeholders.

In addition to the model developed for
previous CGAP smallholder research,
several additional stakeholders and
organizations also contributed valu-
able insights and considerations into
the design of the overall research proj-
ect as key informants, and took part in
an informal technical working group to
review and guide the research. Some
of these key organizations included the
Bill & Melinda Gates Foundation, CARE,
IFAD, One Acre Fund, and Vodacom, as
well as World Bank Group colleagues
and the LSMS team.

Secondary research and discussions
with stakeholders identified a gap in
information about the actual needs, de-
sires, and perceptions of smallholder
households. This research project also
sought to connect the agricultural
data to the financial data to dissect the
interactions and intersections between
the two.

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After using secondary research on the
smallholder sector and discussions with
stakeholders, the design process for the
survey instrument began. This process
involved defining the end goal of the re-
search by doing the following:

® Learning from the ongoing financial
diaries in country.

®  Building from aseries of focus groups
conducted early on in the study.

Overview of the questionnaire and
its three parts

Using these building blocks, a frame-
work for the survey instrument was
developed to share with stakeholders
and to capture all the relevant elements
of a smallholder household. The frame-
work comprised five main subject areas:
demographics, household economics,
agricultural practices, mobile phones,
and financial services.

To capture the complexity of smallholder
households, the Smallholder Household
Survey was divided into three question-
naires: the Household Questionnaire, the
Multiple Respondent Questionnaire, and
the Single Respondent Questionnaire.
It was designed in this way to capture
the complete portrait of the small-

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holder household, as some members
of the household may work on other
agricultural activities independently and
without the knowledge of others.

The Household Questionnaire collected
information on the following:

®  Basic household members’ individual
characteristics (age, gender, education
attainment, schooling status, relation-
ship with the household head).

®  Whether each household member
contributes to the household income
or participates in the household’s ag-
ricultural activities. This information
was later used to identify all house-
hold members eligible for the other
two questionnaires.

® Household assets
characteristics.

and dwelling

Both the Multiple and Single Respon-
dent Questionnaires collected different
information on the following:

®  Agricultural practices—farm informa-
tion, such as size, crop types, livestock,

decision-making, farming association,
and markets.

®  Household economics—employment,
income, expenses, shocks, borrowing
and saving habits, and investments.

The Single Respondent Questionnaire
collected the following information:

® Mobile phones—attitudes toward
phones, use, access, ownership, de-
sire, and importance.

®  Financial services—attitudes toward
financial products and services, such
as banking and mobile money, in-
cluding ownership, use, access, and
importance.

The questionnaires were translated into
Bangla and then pretested on 9 February
2016. After the pretest, debriefing sessions
were held with the pretest field staff, and
the questionnaires were modified based
on the observations from the pretest. After
the questionnaires were finalized, a script
was developed to support data collection
on tablets. The script was tested and vali-
dated before it was used in the field.

MRB Bangladesh, InterMedia’s local
field partner, recruited interviewers and
supervisors for the main fieldwork, tak-
ing into account their language skills.
After field staff were recruited, a cen-
tralized training session was conducted
on 13-16 March 2016. The training
covered interview techniques and field
procedures, a detailed review of the sur-
vey questionnaires, mock interviews be-
tween participants in the classroom, and
field practice with actual respondents in
the areas outside the sampled EAs.

Dates

Data collection took place from 17 March
to 21 April 2016, and the survey was im-
plemented by MRB Bangladesh.

Deviations in the sample design

The smallholder survey in Bangladesh
is the fourth survey in the series, follow-
ing the surveys in Mozambique, Uganda,
and Tanzania. Fieldwork in those three
countries has experienced a lot of failed
call backs where identified eligible
households and household members
could not be interviewed during the
time allocated to fieldwork in each coun-
try. As a result, the final sample size fell
slightly short of the target. For this rea-
son, in Bangladesh the number of house-
holds selected in each EA was increased
from 15 to 17 following the household
listing operation in all sampled EAs.

Response rates

Thetables5,6,and 7 showhousehold and
household member response rates for
the Bangladesh smallholder household

survey. A total of 3,355 households was
selected for the survey, of which 3,163
were found to be occupied during data
collection. Of these, 3,154 were success-
fully interviewed, yielding a household
response rate of 99.7 percent.

In the interviewed households, 5,408
eligible household members were
identified for the Multiple Respondent
Questionnaire. Interviews were com-
pleted with 5,214 eligible household
members, yielding a response rate of
96.4 percent for the Multiple Respon-
dent Questionnaire.

All of the 3,154 eligible household
members selected for the Single Re-
spondent Questionnaire were success-
fully interviewed, for a response rate of
100 percent.

Methods of data collection

Thirty interview teams collected data
for the survey on tablets. Each team
comprised one supervisor and five
interviewers.

Quality checks

MRB Bangladesh recruited field teams
that included interviewers and super-
visors. Two staff members from MRB
Bangladesh coordinated and supervised
fieldwork activities along with the inde-
pendent quality control team hired by
InterMedia to oversee the overall qual-
ity function of data collection. The qual-
ity control team stayed with the survey
teams during fieldwork to closely super-
vise and monitor them.

InterMedia checked the data files for
completeness, inconsistencies, and er-
rors, and corrections were made as nec-
essary and where possible.

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MANUAL FOR MAPPING AND HOUSEHOLD LISTING

November 2015

This manual provides general guide-
lines for carrying out the household list-
ing operation in the field along with the
responsibilities of the listing staff, and
the definition of terms used. It also de-
scribes the selection of households to be
included in the survey.

Definition of Key Terms

The definitions of key terms used in this
manual are provided below.

An Enumeration Area (EA) is the small-
est geographical statistical unit created
for a housing and population census.
For example, an EA can be a city block,
a village or part of a village, or a group
of small villages. The EA should have
well-defined boundaries identified on a
map. The number of households per EA
is generally small enough to be covered
by one enumerator during the census.
The size of the EAs is fairly uniform, al-
though there is some variability in the
number of households by EA. In some
countries, the average size of EAs is dif-
ferent for urban and rural areas.

A cluster in the survey is the smallest
geographical area comprised of a num-
ber of adjacent households. A cluster
may correspond to an EA or a segment of
alarge EA with well-defined boundaries.

A base map is a reference map that de-
scribes the geographical location and
boundaries of an EA.

Alocation mapisamap produced during
the household listing operation that
shows the location of the cluster along
with its boundaries. It also includes in-
structions on how to get to the cluster
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and any information that can be used to
find the cluster and its boundaries.

A sketch map is a map produced during
the household listing operation that
shows all of the structures found in
the cluster during the listing operation.
It also contains features such as land-
marks (e.g. river, roads), public buildings
(e.g. park, school, temple) and streets or
roads, which helps the interviewer to
find the selected households.

A dwelling unit is a room or a group
of rooms normally intended as a place
of residence for one household (e.g., a
single house, an apartment, a group of
rooms in a house). However, a dwelling
unit can also be shared by more than
one household.

A structure is a free-standing building
that can have one or more dwellings
for residential or commercial use. Resi-
dential structures can have one or more
dwelling units (e.g., a single house, an
apartment building).

A household consists of a person or a
group of related or unrelated persons,
who live together in the same dwelling
unit, who share common living arrange-
ments, who acknowledge the same
person as the household head, who eat
together, and are considered as one unit.

The head of household is defined as a
usual resident member of the household
who is acknowledged by the other mem-
bers of the household as the household
head.

Households are found in dwellings,
dwellings in structures and structures
in clusters. In some cases, one may find
a group of people living together in the
same dwelling, but each person has
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separate eating arrangements and in-
comes. In such cases, each person con-
stitutes a one-person household.

Collectiveliving arrangements (sometimes
also called institutional households) such
as messes, hotels, residential hotels, res-
cue homes, homes for the elderly, orphan-
ages, jails, army camps, workers’ hostels
and boarding schools are not considered
as households and therefore, are excluded
from the survey. Note, however, that do-
mestic servants and other workers living
and eating in the same household should
be included as household members.

For the overall majority of cases, de-
fining or identifying a household is
straightforward, but this is by no means
an easy task all the time. Regardless of
precise definition and examples, there
will be some difficult cases coming up
and you should consult your supervisor.

Responsibilities of the Listing Staff

The household listing operation will be
carried out in each selected cluster by a
household listing team prior to the main
survey. Each team consists of two per-
sons: one will work as the mapper while
the other will be the lister. Supervisors
will be overseeing teams, while the over-
all household listing operation will be
monitored by a listing coordinator.

Responsibilities of the supervisor

Obtain base maps for all clusters
selected for the survey;

Assign clusters to teams;

Ensure that all listing materials
(Manual for Mapping and Household
Listing, mapping and listing forms)
are obtained before going to the field;

Plan and organize fieldwork logistics
(e.g. arranging for transport, identi-
fying and contacting local officials
and village elders in each cluster to
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inform them about the listing opera-
tion and to obtain their cooperation);

Receive and review duly completed
listing forms and maps and ensure
that they are safely stored at the
central office;

Ensure that each cluster has been
fully covered and listed;

Monitor and verify that the quality of
work is acceptable.

Responsibilities of the listing team
Identify the boundaries of the clusters;

Draw a detailed sketch map showing
the location of the cluster and of all
the structures it contains;

List all the structures and households
in the cluster in a systematic manner;

Complete all listing forms including
Segmentation Form if required;

Transfer all completed forms to the
supervisor or to the central office;

When possible mark the structure
number on the door frame of the
structures within the clusters;

Communicate to the supervisor
problems encountered in the field
and follow his/her instructions.

The mapper and the lister should work
together at the same time in the same
area. They will first identify the cluster
boundaries together, and then the map-
per prepares the location and sketch map
while the lister does the household list-
ing. The sketch map and the household
listing form must be prepared in tandem.

Steps in Mapping and Household
Listing

The household listing operation in-
volves three main steps: locating each
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cluster, preparing the sketch maps of
each cluster, and the listing of all house-
holds found in each cluster. In some
cases, segmentation is required and will
be described later in this manual.

Step 1: Locating the Cluster

The supervisor will provide the listing
team with a base map containing the
cluster assigned to the team. Upon ar-
rival in a cluster, the team should first
tour the cluster to identify its boundar-
ies. This should be done with the assis-
tance of the local authorities where the
cluster is located. During this first tour
of the cluster, the listing team should de-
termine an efficient route of travel for
listing all structures in the cluster.

In most cases, the cluster boundaries are
recognizable natural features such as
streams or rivers, or features such as roads
or railroads. However, in some cases such
as in rural areas where the cluster bound-
aries may not be marked with visible fea-
tures, particular attention should be paid
to the information provided on the base
map. In such cases, assistance from local
authorities will be particularly helpful.

Following the identification of the clus-
ter boundaries, the listing team will tour
the cluster a second time to create the
listing and draw the sketch map of the
cluster. A sketch map is a detailed map
of the cluster showing all its structures
and features such as roads.

Step 2: Preparing Sketch Maps

The mapping of the cluster and the list-
ing of the households should be done in
a systematic manner so that there are no
omissions or duplications. The cluster
should be divided into parts if possible,
and a part can be a block of structures.
The team should finish each block before
going to the adjacent one. Within each
block, start at one corner of the block and
move clockwise around the block. In rural
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areas where structures are found in small
groups, the team should work in one
group at a time. In each group, start from
the center and move clockwise around it.

Sketch Map

1. During the second tour of the clus-
ter, using the Sketch Map Form, the
mapper will draw a sketch map of
all structures found in the cluster
as follows:

Marking the starting point with a
large ‘X, identify on the map each
structure by a small square at
the spot where it is located in the
cluster. Non-residential structures
should be identified by their use
(e.g. school, shop, factory).

Number all structures in sequential
order beginning with “1”. Whenever
there is a break in the numbering of
structures (e.g. when moving from
one block to another), use an ar-
row to indicate how the numbers
proceed from one set of structures
to another. Although it may be dif-
ficult to pinpoint the exact location
of the structure on the map, even an
approximate location is useful for
finding the structure in the future.

4. Add to the sketch map landmarks,
public buildings (e.g. park, school,
temple) and streets or roads.
Sometimes it is useful to add to
the sketch map landmarks that are
found outside the cluster boundar-
ies, if they are helpful in identifying
other structures inside the cluster.

5. With permission, use the marker to
write on the door or frame of the
entrance to the structure the num-
ber that has been assigned to the
structure on the sketch map. Note
that this is the serial number of the
structure that will be assigned on

the household listing form. In order
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to distinguish the CGAP number
from other numbers that may exist
already on the door/frame of the
structure, write CGAP in front of
the structure number, for example
CGAP/60 for structure number 60.

Ensure that all of the structures
within the cluster boundaries are
covered. An example of a sketch
map can be found in the Examples
section at the end of the document.

The listing team should be careful to
locate hidden structures. In some areas,
structures have been built so haphaz-
ardly that they can easily be missed.
If there is a pathway leading from the
listed structure, check to see if the path-
way goes to another structure. People
living in the area may help in identifying
any hidden structures.

Step 3: Listing of Households

Using the Household Listing Form, the
Lister will record all structures and house-
holds found in the cluster as follows:

First page:

1. Begin by entering the region name,
locality name, and cluster number.

2. Onthe next row, enter the Mapper’s
name and ID number, Lister’s name
and ID number, and the Page num-
ber and total page count.

3. Leave blank the first two columns,
which are reserved for office use.

Column (1) [Serial number of struc-
ture]: Record for each structure the
same structure serial number that
the Mapper enters on the Sketch
Map Form.

Column (2) [Address/description of
structure]: Provide the street ad-
dress of the structure or any de-
scription of the structure that helps
to locate it.
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6. Column (3) [Residence (Yes/No)]: In-
dicate whether the structure is used
for residential purposes (eating and
sleeping) by circling Y for “Yes”. In
cases where a structure is used for
commercial or other purposes, circle
N for “No”. Structures used for both
residential and commercial purposes
(for example a combination of store
and home), should be classified as
residential (i.e. circle Y in Column 3).
Make sure to list any dwelling unit
found in a non-residential structure
(for example, a guard living inside
a factory or in a church). All struc-
tures must be listed, including va-
cant structures and structures under
construction, as well as structures
where the household members re-
fuse to cooperate, or are not at home
at the time of listing.

Column (4) [Serial number of house-
hold in the structure]: This is the
serial number assigned to each
household found in the struc-
ture. There can be more than one
household in a structure. The first
household in the structure will al-
ways have number “01”. If there is
a second household in the struc-
ture, then this household should
be recorded on the next line, and
“02” is recorded in Column 4. If the
structure is an apartment building,
assign one serial number to the en-
tire structure (only one square with
one number appears on the Sketch
Map Form), but complete Columns
4 through 7 for each apartment in
the building individually.

Column (5) [Name of the Head of
Household]: Write the name of the
head of the household. There can
only be one head per household.

9. Column (6) [Status of dwelling]:
Circle “1” if Occupied. If a dwelling is
unoccupied, observations or infor-

mation from neighbors will advise

the appropriate code to circle. Un-
der special circumstances where
an unoccupied dwelling cannot be
classified as Vacant “2” or with the
household Temporarily Absent “3”,
and Other “6” should be circled and
accompanied by the specifics of the
situation in Column 7.

Column (7) [Observations]: Record any
special information about the house-
hold or structure (e.g. non-residential
structure, under construction, or
household refusal). Then go to the
second page.

Second page:

1.

Column (1) [Serial number of struc-
ture]: Copy this information from
the first page. This is the same struc-
ture serial number that the Mapper
enters on the Sketch Map Form.

Column (4) [Serial number of house-
hold in the structure]: Copy this in-
formation from the first page. This is
the serial number assigned to each
household found in the structure.

Column (QQ1) [Does any member
of this household operate any land
that can be used for agriculture?|:
Ask this question to find out if any
portion of the household’s land is
used for farming and circle Y for
“Yes” or N for “No”. The land oper-
ated by the household can either be
owned or rented. This includes any
water, such as rivers, lakes, ponds
that they operate. If the respondent
says “No” then go to QQ3.

Column (QQ2) [How many acres of
agricultural land do members of this
household operate?]: Ask this ques-
tion to find out the land size and re-
cord the number. This includes any
water, such as rivers, lakes, ponds
that they operate. The land operated
by the household can either be
owned or rented. If the land size is
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less than 1 acre, record the amount
in the space provided or record “00”
if none. If the land size is unknown,
try to estimate and record that num-
ber or record “DK” for “Don’t Know”.

. Column (QQ3) [Does this household

have any livestock, herds, other farm
animals, or poultry?]: Ask this ques-
tion to find out if any animals are
raised on the land and circle Y for
“Yes” or N for “No”. If the respon-
dent says “No” or “N”, then go to the
next household.

. Column (QQ4) [How many of the fol-

lowing animals does this household
have?]: Ask this question to find
out how many animals are raised
on the land and record the number
for each of the animal types listed
in Columns QQ4A through QQ4E. If
the answer is “None” then record
“00” in the space provided. If the
number of animals is unknown, try
to estimate and record that number
or record “DK” for “Don’t Know”.

. Column (QQ4A) [How many of the

following animals does this house-
hold have - cattle, milk cows, buffalo
or bulls?]: Ask this question and
record the number of cattle, milk
cows, buffalo or bulls in Column A.
If the answer is “None” then record
“00” in the space provided. If the
number of cattle, milk cows, buffalo
or bulls is unknown, try to estimate
and record that number or record
“DK” for “Don’t Know”.

. Column (QQ4B) [How many of the

following animals does this house-
hold have - goats?]: Ask this ques-
tion and record the number of
goats in Column B. If the answer
is “None”, then record “00” in the
space provided. If the number of
goats is unknown, try to estimate
and record that number or record
“DK” for “Don’t Know”.
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9. Column (QQ4C) [How many of
the following animals does this
household have - sheep?]: Ask this
question and record the number of
sheep in Column C. If the answer
is “None” then record “00” in the
space provided. If the number of
sheep is unknown, try to estimate
and record that number or record
“DK” for “Don’t Know”.

10. Column (QQ4D) [How many of the
following animals does this house-
hold have - pigs?]: Ask this question
and record the number of pigs in
Column D. If the answer is “None”,
then record “00” in the space pro-
vided. If the number of pigs is un-
known, try to estimate and record
that number or record “DK” for

“Don’t Know”.

11. Column (QQ4E) [How many of the
following animals does this house-
hold have - chickens or ducks?[: Ask
this question and record the num-
ber of chickens or ducks in Column
E. If the answer is “None”, then re-
cord “00” in the space provided. If
the number of chickens or ducks is
unknown, try to estimate and re-
cord that number or record “DK”
for “Don’t Know”. Then continue to

the third page.
Third page:

1. Column (1) [Serial number of struc-
ture]: Copy this information from
the first page. This is the same
structure serial number that the
Mapper enters on the Sketch Map
Form.

Column (4) [Serial number of house-
hold in the structure]: Copy this in-
formation from the first page. This is
the serial number assigned to each
household found in the structure.

Column (QQ5) [Does agriculture
represent an important contribution
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to your household livelihood - yes or
no?|: Ask this question to find out
if agriculture is important to the
household’s lives and circle Y for
“Yes” or N for “No”.

Column (QQ6) [Does agriculture
represent an important contribution
to your household income - yes or
no?[: Ask this question to find out
if agriculture is important to the
household’s total income and circle
Y for “Yes” or N for “No”.

Column (QQ7) [Does agriculture
represent an important contribu-
tion to your household consumption
- yes or no?[: Ask this question to
find out if agriculture is important
to the household’s food consump-
tion and circle Y for “Yes” or N for
“No”.

Column (8) [Comments about agri-
cultural activity]: Record here any
comments about the household’s
agricultural and livestock activities,
such as the land of the household is
rented off or operated by someone
else.

Segmentation of Large Enumeration
Areas

The complete listing of large EAs is not
cost effective. For that reason, large EAs
should be subdivided into smaller seg-
ments of which only one will be selected
and listed. Upon arrival in a large EA
that may need segmentation, the listing
team should first tour the EA and do a
quick count to get the estimated number
of households in the EA. As a standard,
each EA with 300 or more households
should be subdivided into an appro-
priate number of segments. If possi-
ble, the segments should be roughly of
equal size and ideally around 100-200
households each. However, it is critical
to adopt segment boundaries that are
easily identifiable. This condition must
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take precedence over secondary consid-
erations of roughly same size.

Each team should carry a number of
Segmentation Forms to the field each
with a random number printed in the
appropriate space on the Form.

Segmentation and selection of a sample
segment will be carried out as follows:

1. Draw a location map of the entire

EA as described above;

Using clear boundaries such as
roads or rivers, divide the EA into
segments of roughly equal size in
terms of the number of households;

Show on the location map of the EA
the boundaries of the newly created
segments;

Number the segments sequentially;

For each segment, do a quick count
of the number of dwellings;

Using the Segmentation Form, record
the identification information of the
EA, the segment number;, and the size
of each segment in the appropriate
columns (number of dwellings, per-
centage and cumulative percentage);

Compare the cumulative percent-
age with the random number pro-
vided on the Segmentation Form;

Select the first segment for which
the cumulative percentage is greater
than or equal to the random number;

Draw a sketch map of the selected
segment and list all the households
found in the selected segment. The
selected segment corresponds to
the cluster for the CGAP survey.

Household Selection

The household selection will be done
at the central office once all the listing
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forms are completed for all EAs. To ob-
tain the sample of smallholder house-
holds to be interviewed for the CGAP
survey, the following steps are required.

Step 1: In Column “Eligible”, mark with
an X all households listed in the EA that
meet the definition of a smallholder
household. A smallholder household is a:

Household with
up to 12.5 acres

(5 hectares) Agriculture
OR provides a
Farmers who meaningful

contribution to
the household

have less than:

50 heads of
cattle; or livelihood,
100 goats/ Income, or

sheep/pigs; or consumption
1,000 chickens

or ducks

Step 2: In Column “Household number”,
starting with “1”, assign sequentially a
number to all households marked with
an X in step 1 that also meet one of the
following 3 additional criteria:

Occupied residential dwellings;

Households that refused to cooper-
ate during household listing;

Households whose occupants were
temporarily absent during house-
hold listing.

Leave the cell blank if the dwelling unit
is not occupied (Column 6 = 2) or the
structure is not a residential structure
(Column 3 = N). The total number of
smallholder households for each EA is
the number assigned to the last house-
hold listed in that EA that meets the defi-
nition of the smallholder household and
one the above 3 additional criteria.

Step 3: After sequentially numbering of all
smallholder households listed in each EA,
record the total number of smallholder
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households in the Excel spreadsheet
Template used for household selection
(CGAP Household Selection Template pro-
vided separately). For each EA, record also
in the Template the percentage that the se-
lected segment represents in the EA that
was segmented in the Column “Propor-
tion of the selected segment”. The percent-
age to record is in the selected segment
row of the “Percent of total” Column on
the Segmentation Form of the EA. If no
segmentation was carried out, leave the
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value of “1” in the Column in the Template
(Proportion of the selected segment).

Step 4: The Excel spreadsheet Template
used for household selection will auto-
matically generate the household num-
bers for households to be interviewed
in the survey. The selected households
should be indicated on the Household
Listing Form by circling the correspond-
ing number in the Household Number
Column.

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ANNEX 3. SAMPLING
DESIGN

The smallholder household survey in
Bangladesh is a nationally representa-
tive survey, with a target sample size
of 3,000 smallholder households. The
sample was designed to provide reliable
survey estimates at the national level.
The universe for the survey consists
of smallholder households defined as
households with the criteria in Table 8.

Sampling Frame

Bangladesh is divided into seven admin-
istrative divisions. Each division is
divided into districts, subdistricts, wards
(for urban areas), or unions (for rural
areas). Each ward is further divided
into mahallas, while each union consists
of mauzas. For the 2008 agricultural
census, mauzas and mahallas were fur-
ther divided into 153,945 enumeration
areas (EAs).

The Bangladesh Bureau of Statistics
maintains a list of 64,314 mauzas/
mahallas. Among these, 750 mauzas
and mabhallas (i.e., 1.2 percent of the to-
tal number) have missing information
on the number of agricultural house-
holds they contained in 2008. In addi-
tion, 18,377 mauzas and mahallas had
less than 80 agricultural households.
These mauzas/mahallas contain about
4.8 percent of the total number of agri-
cultural households.

The sampling frame for the smallholder
survey consisted of the list of EAs for
mauzas and mahallas containing at
least 80 agricultural households in
2008. While at the mauza and mahalla
level the number of agricultural house-
holds was available, at the EA level
only the estimated number of (general)
households was available along with
the urban-rural classification. Tables 9
and 10 show the distribution of agri-
cultural households by division and
urban-rural based on the 2008 agricul-
tural census data.

Sample Allocation and Selection

To take nonresponse into account, the
target sample size was increased to
3,158 households assuming a nonre-
sponse rate of 5 percent observed in
similar national household surveys.

The total sample size was first allo-
cated to the divisions based on the
number of agricultural households us-
ing power allocation. Within each di-
vision, the resulting sample was then
distributed to urban and rural areas
proportionally to their number of agri-
cultural households. Due to rounding,
the total number of household is 3,160
(Table 11).

Given that EAs were the primary sam-
pling units and 15 households were se-
lected in each EA, a total number of 211
EAs were selected (Table 12).

Due to rounding, the total expected
number of households will be 3,165 dis-
tributed as follows in Table 13.

The sample for the smallholder survey
is a stratified multistage sample. Stratifi-
cation was achieved by separating each
division into urban and rural areas. The
urban and rural classification is based
on the 2008 agricultural census. There-
fore, 14 strata were created and the
sample was selected independently in
each stratum.

In the first stage, EAs were selected as
primary sampling units with probability
proportional to the number of house-
holds in the EAs. Before the selection,
in each stratum, the list of EAs was
sorted by district, subdistrict, wards
and unions, and mauzas and mahallas.

A household listing operation was con-
ducted in all selected EAs to identify
smallholder households and to pro-
vide a frame for selecting smallholder
households to be included in the sam-
ple. In the second stage, 15 smallhold-
ers were sampled in each EA with equal
probability.

In each sampled household, the House-
hold Questionnaire was administered to
the head of the household, the spouse,
or any knowledgeable adult house-
hold member to collect information
about household characteristics. The
Multiple Respondent Questionnaire
was administered to all adult members
in each sampled household to collect
information on their agricultural activ-
ities, financial behaviors, and mobile

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money use. In addition, in each sampled
household only one household member
was selected using the Kish grid and was
administered the Single Respondent
Questionnaire.

Sampling Weights

The sample for the smallholder survey
is not self-weighting, therefore sam-
pling weights were calculated. The first
component of the weights is the design
weight based on the probability of selec-
tion for each stage of selection. The sec-
ond component uses non-response rates
at both household and individual levels.

The design weights for households
were adjusted for nonresponse at the
household level to produce adjusted
household weights. Sampling weights
for the multiple respondent data file
were derived from adjusted household
weights by applying to them nonre-
sponse rates at the individual level. For
the single respondent data file, the same
process was applied after taking into ac-
count the subsampling done within the
household.

Finally, household and individual sam-
pling weights were normalized separately
at the national level so the weighted
number of cases equals the total sample
size. The normalized sampling weights
were attached to the respective data files
and used during analysis.

Sampling Errors

The sample design for the smallholder
survey is a complex sample design fea-
turing clustering, stratification and un-
equal probabilities of selection. For key
survey estimates, sampling errors taking
into account the design features will be
produced using either the SPSS Complex
Sample module or STATA based on the
Taylor series approximation method.
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
