Broad topics covered are work, the meaning and purpose of life, family life, and contemporary social
issues. Respondents were asked to rate the importance of work, family, friends, leisure time, politics,
and religion in their lives. They were also asked how satisfied they were with their present lives,
whether they discussed political matters, and how they viewed society.

Sample:

Sampling was limited to the urbanized central portion of the country, where about 70 per cent of the
population is concentrated, and which also has above-average incomes. Within this region, 200
sampling points were selected, with approximately five individuals being interviewed in each sampling
point through multi-stage probability sampling moving through zones, sections and dwellings to
individuals.
