Fieldwork dates:  February 25 - March 3, 1997 
 
Principal investigator: Renata Siemienska, Institute of Sociology, Warsaw

Sample type: Population: Total non-institutionalized population of 

Poland, 18 years and older. Stratified random sample. 
Stratification by a combination of twelve macro-regions 
and three groups of cities of different size (20,000 and less 
inhabitants, 20,000-100,000 inhabitants, more than 
100,000 inhabitants). Within each stratum a three-stage 
sampling procedure was applied. (1) random selection of 
towns and villages, (2) random route selection of 
household within dwelling units, (3) random selection of 
respondent within household. 

 
Fieldwork institute:  Public Opinion Research Center (CBOS), Warsaw 
 
Fieldwork method: Interviews were conducted by 156 interviewers which 

were specifically trained for the study. 10 percent of the 
interviews were checked by follow-up visits and 5 percent 
by call-ups to randomly selected respondents to ensure 
quality of fieldwork.

Response rate:  (1153/1500) x 100 = 76.9 percent
