Sample type: Population: Total non-institutionalized population of 

Ukraine, 18 years and older. Two-stage random sample: 
(1) random selection of 200 primary sampling units 
(electoral districts) from the list of total number of 
electoral districts of the March 1994 parliamentary 
election which were weighted proportionally to size. (2) 
random selection of 3,304 respondents (proportionally to 
size of electoral district) from the corrected list of citizens 
entitled to vote in the 1994 parliamentary election 
(corrections were made in June 1996 for the elections to 
the local Soviets, the lists were additionally verified by the 
fieldwork institute: 

 
Fieldwork institute:  Social Monitoring Center, Kiev 
 
Fieldwork method: Interviews were conducted by 165 interviewers who were 

trained especially for the study. 10 percent of the 
interviews were checked by follow-up visits to randomly 
selected respondents to ensure quality of fieldwork. 

 
Sample size:   2,811 
 
Response rate: (2811/3304) x 100=85.1 percent
