1.0 Bangladesh: Basic Statistics 

1 Bangladesh is a small country with only 147,570 square kilometers in total area 

2 Total population in 2011 was 149.7 million, of which 76.3 million are male and 73.4 
 million are female 

3 Male constitute about 51 percent and female about 49 percent of the total population 
4 Children (population below 15 years) constitute 31 percent and adults (18 and above) 69 

 percent 

5 The urban population in 2011 is about 51.3 million and 98.4 million are rural population 
6 The share of rural population and urban population are respectively 74% and 26% in 2010 

 

2.0 Approach & Methodology of the Study 

2.1 Study Target Population 

• Adult of age 18 and above are the target population of the Public Opinion Poll 2018 

• Total adults in 2011 are 103.29 million 

 
2.2 Sample Size 

• 1200 randomly selected adults from 103.29 million adults 

• 120 primary sampling units, 10 adults from each PSU 

 
2.3 Sampling Plan 

To ensure representation of the eight administrative divisions as well as rural urban representation 
within each division, the following 16 domains were considered (Bangladesh is administratively 

divided into eight divisions).

2.4 Sampling Design 

The sampling design as per steps below is used for the field operation. 
 

• Step-1: National population distribution as per 2011 census (latest Census) 
 

• Step-2: Division and District-wise population calculation (percentage) 
 

• Step-3: Sampling – Sample calculation and distribution 
o District-wise 

o Urban-Rural segment-wise 
 

• Step-4: Union/Ward list (Union Statistics) of Population census 2011 
 

• Step-5: Primary Sampling Unit (PSU): Village/Mahalla in Union Statistics used in 2011 national 

census. 
 

• Step-6: Households Selection: 10 Households were selected randomly from an enumerated 

area 
 

• Step-7: Selection of respondents: 1 adult (male and female aged 18 years and above) from 

each selected Households. 
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2.5 Sampling Frame, Sample Allocation 
1. In this study, we used Union statistics (Population Census 2011) as sampling frame. 
 

2. The total sample size for this study is 120 EAs. The rural urban distribution is: 
 

Rural 92 EAs  : 77 percent of 120 

Urban 28 EAs : 23 percent of 120 

 

2.6 Important Indicators for Weight to arrive at National Estimate 

1 To get national estimate, respective rural and urban estimates need to be weighted by 

0.75 and 0.25 respectively. 

2 Among 1200 sample adults, it was planned to cover 600 males and 600 females. The 

actual coverage was 592 males & 612 females. The sex ratio comes at 99 the national 

sex ratio being 100.3 in 2011. 

3 The allocation of 120 PSUs and number of adults covered by rural and urban areas are:

2.7 Selection of 120 PSUs: Random Route 

1. The union statistics is served as sampling frame. The distribution is given separately for 

rural and urban areas for each division. 

2. Simple random sampling scheme was used to draw required number of rural and urban 

PSUs for each division. The number selected was as follows:

The names and address of the Union and Villages are available in BBS (census 2011). Random routes 

were taken for selection of 10 households from each selected PSU.  
 

Bangladesh Map showing rural (Green color marked) and urban (Yellow color marked) locations 
where survey was conducted placed at Annex I. Lst of villages/wards covered also placed at Annex II. 

 

2.8 Selection of ten (10) Households from each Selected PSU 
1. Each field team was given training to prepare a map of the selected EA (village for 

convenience) with the support from a knowledgeable person living in the village/Mahalla. 
 

2. A mapping of movement pattern through households is shown in the map (a sample map 
placed at Annex III). 

 

3. Each team prepared a list of 120 households from the selected area as per format placed 

at Annex 3. However, if the village had less than 120 households, the team has taken 
some households from the adjacent village to make a list of 120 households. 
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4. The field staff was given training on how to make listing of the households during the 
training. 

 

5. Most of the villages/mahallas had more than 250 households. The team stopped listing 

after 120 households. 
 

6. A sample of 10 households was drawn following systematic random sampling scheme. The 

120 households are divided into 10equal parts each consisting of 10 households. 
 

Centrally in Dhaka, 1 random number was drawn. It was number 5. Then the systematic samples for 

each village were the household having numbers 15, 25, 35, 45, 55, 65, 75, 85, 95, 105, 115. 
Investigators used the above scheme to draw a sample of 10 households from each selected village 

or Mahalla. If any of the selected HH refused to participate, the next adjacent HH was drawn. This 
was followed to avoid practical inconveniences the investigators generally face, while drawing 

samples at the field level. 

 
2.9 Selection of 1 adult from the Selected Household 

1. The selected household may have one or more adults. However, we have selected one 
adult from each household. In this survey, adult is defined 18 years old and above. 

Selection of one adult was favored for the following two reasons: 

▪ It was desired to take no more than one interview from each household, to avoid 

duplication, discussion among the adults, and furthermore multiple interviews are 

statistically inefficient because of intra-member correlation. 

▪ To increase the number of respondents equal to the number of adults in a household, 

the total effective households would be lower. 
 

2. To obtain unbiased estimates with this procedure, KISH provided a method of selection. 

KISH technique was adopted in this survey. KISH Table used for this study is given below.

3. Every household head of 120 households in a village provided with the basic information 

about the adult members of the household (ref. Annex IV) as per following procedure: 

• First record the names in chronological order from maximum age to minimum age. 
And maintained the order of Male and then Female names. Simultaneously, in 

second column record HH members age. 

• Mark whether the members are eligible/adult or not. The criterion of marking is age 

18 and above years. 

• Make serial of all the adults from maximum age to minimum age and also gender 

segments. 

4. From those selected households (15, 25, 35, 45, 55, 65, 75, 85, 95, 105, 115), the basic 
particulars (name, age, etc.) of all the members in the household was marked as per 

format placed at Annex V. 

5. The team used KISH Tables A, B, C, D, E, F to identify the adult to be interviewed from the 

selected household. 

6. Field staffs were given adequate training as to how to use KISH Tables. 

7. Every team covered on an average 15.62 PSUs, 76.9 households and 76.9 respondents 

following KISH procedure. The team Supervisor and the QC were advised to randomly 
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allocate Table A, Table B, Table C, Table D, Table E and Table F to the last two (for 95 and 
115) households. It was fixed to use six table respectively to the first 6 HH’s starting from 

Table F, Table D, Table B, Table E, Table A and Table C. They were required, however to 
keep in mind that Table A should be given to 200 households, Table B to 200 households, 

Table C to 200 households and so on. 

 
2.10 Sampling Performance (Response Rate) 

To complete the 1200 interviews, we had to attempt 1258 Households. Out of them 29 respondents 
refused to give interview or participate in the survey. Among the successful interviews, 46 were 

interrupted, but completed the interviews in 2nd/3rd attempts. Table below shows this picture.

3.0 Instruction Manuals for Field Staff 
The study team prepared two instruction manuals in Bangla language for the field team. One manual 

discusses in detail how to prepare: 

a List of 120 households in one PSU 

b Select 10 households from 120 households 

c Select one respondent from each selected household using KISH Tables 
 

The other manual discusses how to fill-up the main interview schedule. A copy of both the manuals 
placed at Annex VI & Annex VII. 

 

3.1 Instruction Manual for the Main Questionnaire 
Translation of the key instructions in the manual given below: 
 

1 Be sure that you are interviewing the right individual following KISH procedure 
 

2 If the selected respondent is not available at first attempt, then record the time, and know 
from others when the respondent would be available. 

 

3 If not found at second attempt, record time and know from others when the respondent would 

be available. 
 

4 If not found at 3rd time, replace the respondent by one from the neighboring household. 
Record the household number of the replaced households. 

 

5 Fill-up the following sheet for every household

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6 Instructions are available at the top of each question. Read carefully. Consult the Supervisor 
(FS) in case of any confusion. 

 

7 Ask every question if not instructed otherwise 
 

8 Some questions are for selected respondents, be sure 
 

9 Try to interview privately. Make sure that others do not interfere at any stage 
 

10 Be careful in selecting the code number 
 

11 Use circle to the respondent’s response. 
 

3.2 Instruction Manual for Selection of Household and the Respondent 
1 The team with the help of a knowledgeable person of the village prepared a map of the 

village. The map will show the location of household, road links and important places 
(schools, shops, etc). 

 

2 Prepare list of 120 households. If the village is small (less than 120 HH), add some 

households from the adjacent village. If the village exceeds 120 households, exclude 

other households after recording 120. 
 

3 Collect the following information from all 120 households using listing schedule placed in 

Annex IV. 

 
3.3 Selection of Household 

1 Use systematic sampling scheme. Total number of households to be selected is 10 
2 All the households are numbered from 1 to 120 

3 Random start number is 5 and interval is 10 

4 The number of the selected households are 5,15, 25, 35, 45, 55, 65, 75, 85,95, 105,115 
5 Use KISH Tables A, B, C, D, E, F to select one respondent from the selected household. 

 

4.0 Translation and Back Translation of the Questionnaire 
1. Most of the questions were same as previous study conducted by SRGB in 2018 except 

some changes in this study. The English version was translated into Bangla and did not 
report any of the questions were particularly difficult to translate or to understand. 

  

2. The Bangla language version was back translated and there was no problem with the 

translation. 
 

5.0 Background of the Field Teams & Field Work 

5.1 Background of Interviewers, Supervisor and Quality Control Officers 
 

1 Initially 68 persons having experience in data collection were selected for training and 

accordingly all of them finally attended the training program. 
 

2 The study team conducted 3 days training including pre-testing of the questionnaire and 
pilot survey for the field enumerators in different areas near Dhaka city. 

 

3 Based on their performance in the training and pre-testing, the study team was satisfied 

with the 51 individuals and deployed them for field work. They were assigned as follows: 

a. Field Controllers (FC)  - 02 Persons 
b. Quality Controllers (QC)  - 10 Persons 

c. Field Supervisors (FS)  - 10 Persons 
d. Field Investigators (FI)  - 29 Persons 

e. Tabulation Officers (TO)  - 10 Persons 

 
4 All the FC’s, FS’s, QC’s, FI’s and TO’s are at least graduate and most of them have at least 

one year survey experience. They worked in different social/opinion survey conducted by 
SRGB. 

 
Detail particulars of the field team placed at Annex VIII. 
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5.2 Teams Composition and Duration of Field Work  
A total of Ten (10) Teams were involved in the data collection process. All teams were assigned to 

cover at least one field in Dhaka region/division. Table in the following page shows the field period by 
division.

5.3 Training of Field Staff 

1 Training Participants    : 68 persons 
2 Training Days including Pre-testing  : 3 days, 25-27 November 2018 

3 Training Sessions    : 15 Sessions (16 hours) 

 

 Training contents includes: 

a. Tips on building rapport in the field 

b. Introduction to Field Manual 
c. Explanation of the questionnaire 

d. Mock interview 
e. Respondents selection methods and procedure 

f. Field management plan for pre-testing/pilot interview 

g. Briefing of FC, FS & QC 
h. Review of respondent selection methods 

i. Review of filled-in questionnaire of pre-testing/pilot interview 
j. Brainstorming on methods and questionnaire 

k. Field planning and movement, etc.

5.4 Role of Field Supervisors during the Field Work 

The Field Supervisor was responsible for coordination and supervision of all activities in the field, such 
as mapping of households, interview of respondents, back-check, re-interview and holding discussion, 

meetings, etc. with the local authority and team members. Details responsibilities of FS may be seen 

in Annex X. 
 

6.0 Quality Control 
SRG Bangladesh (SRGB) put major emphasis on quality of data and undertook multistage quality 

control measures as follows: 

i Intensive training of the Field Investigators (FI) 

ii Pre-testing of the instruments 

iii Discussion on feed-back from the pre-test/pilot interview 

iv One Supervisor and one Quality Controller in each team 

v A separate team (Field Controllers) to supervise the field work 

vi Every Supervisor/Quality Controller carried out 2 back-checks, out of 8 filled-in questionnaires. 
The back-checks included re-interviewing of atleast 30% respondents second time and check 

the inconsistencies. 
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vii One Quality Controller (QC) in each team checked all the filled-in questionnaires on daily basis. 
If QC found any errors or discrepancies, he/she immediately corrected the error after 

discussion with the relevant FI and in some cases, through re-interview with the respondent. 

viii Deployed 2 (four) Field Controllers (FC) to supervise and monitor the field work of each team. 

They also made random checks and made correction as needed. 

ix A Field Monitoring Coordinators (FMC) centrally coordinated the field works of the field teams 
and Quality Controllers, Field Supervisors and Field Controllers from SRGB head office at 

Dhaka. Whenever, the field team faced any problems, the FMC provided instructions, 
corrective measures and solution over telephone. 

x Every evening the field team members discussed on various aspects of field works, problems 
encountered by every member in the team and jointly worked out the strategy to overcome 

the problems and next step. 

xi SRGB appointed a Tabulation Team consisting of 10 persons to edit all the filled-in 
questionnaires sent from the field at Dhaka Office. 

xii All the field team members carried a mobile phone tracking SIM card which is already 
registered with “Team Tracking” software provided by a leading mobile phone company of 

Bangladesh for regular tracking of their field movement. Any deviations from the already 

scheduled movement plan by any team member, SRGB Field Monitoring Team at the main 
office immediately get notified and guide the team for the needful.  

 
6.1 Back-Check 

1. In every Village/Mahalla (EA) the total respondents were 10. 

2. On completion of interviews by FIs, the Supervisors and Quality Controllers completed 

back-check of 2 randomly selected respondents, as instructed by the study team. 

3. Among the interviews (10) and back-check (2) by the team, at least one interview 
randomely rechecked by the Field Controller. 

 

7.0 Field Experience 
1. All the 10 field teams submitted field reports of every field (total 120 fields) to the SRGB 

Project Manager after the field work. During the training session, they were asked to 
maintain diary to record their experience and problem encountered during field work and 

also mentioned how they overcome those problems on daily basis. 
 

2. Some team reported about transportation/communication problem in some of the areas. 
 

3. Interviewers have faced difficulties to conduct interview in some urban areas because 
most of the peoples were busy in day time. 

 

4. Some places were too far from Upazilla point and motor cycle is a lone transport to reach 

there. 
 

8.0 Problems Encountered 
1. Communication in some of the regions was very tough to reach the field and most of the 

time, survey teams were depended on foot. 
  

2. On an average 50 minutes needed to complete a successful interview. 
 

9.0  Other Issues  

9.1 Government Permission 
Government permission was not required for conducting the survey in Bangladesh. The field team 

received enthusiastic cooperation from the local authorities. 
 

9.2 Incentives 

No incentive was paid to the respondents or local people to get their cooperation. 
 

9.3 Women’s Response 
Field teams found women respondents very enthusiastic as usual, especially in the rural areas and 

field team received full cooperation from them. The selected respondents were very happy and were 
proud to be a part of this opinion poll. 
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10.0 Data Entry, Cleaning & Processing 
SPSS version 21 was used to enter data obtained from the field. All data elements were pre-coded 
and defined in SPSS as definite variables. We did more than the pre-requisite number of interviews, 

as based on our experience we knew that some of those might be found out unreliable during 

scrutiny.  
 

For checking consistency of data, the dependant questions were separately analyzed to see existence 
of any inconsistent data. To do that separate frequency tables were prepared for the inter-related 

questions and then the numbers of answers were matched from those tables. In case of any 

mismatches, the wrong answers were eliminated as unreliable. 
 

Open-ended responses/answers were coded and entered in the respective field in data format/file. In 
all cases value labels were made.
