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PREFACE

The fourth decennial Census of Population and Housing in
Bangladesh was held during January 23-27, 2001. The main
objectives of the census weretoenumerate all the households
and the people in the country at a point of time.

As per decision of the National Statistical Council (NSC), the
entire census work was planned to be executed in three phases.
In Phase I, basic information of all households and individual
persons would be collected using a short questionnaire
designed for data capture through Optical Mark Reader
(OMR) and Optical Character Reader(OCR). In Phase 2, a
Post Enumeration Check (PEC) survey would be conducted
for evaluation of the quality and extent of coverage of the
main census. Finaly, in Phase 3, a Sample Census would be
conducted for collecting detailed information on housing,
households, population and their demographic characteristics.
While the field work relating to Phase 1 and 2 has been
completed, the work relating to Phase 3 is expected to be
completed by November, 2001.

A Standing Technical Committee comprising of well known
experts in various disciplines was formed to advise the
Bangladesh Bureau of Statistics onvarious matters relating to
the Census. Two Seminars were organized by Bangladesh
Bureau of Statistics in which various users of census data and
experts participated and exchanged their views regarding data
requirement, coverage and presentation. The census questionnaire
was framed after due consideration of the recommendations of
the Standing Technical Committee, results of pre-tests and the
consensus developed in the Seminars.

The Census Questionnaire designed for data capture through
Optical Mark Reading equipment, was structured in a modular
form having 16 questions on housing and household
characteristics and 12 questions for individual members. In
field operation modified de-facto procedure was adopted for
enumeration. Except for persons engaged in night duty,
everybody, including the floating population, was counted
where he/she had been found during the Census Night i.e. the
night between 22" and 23" January, 2001. Thus, the census
provides a count of the households and the population as
existed during the census night.
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To ensure full coverage and for operational convenience, the
whole country was divided into about 2,62,000 Enumeration
Areas (EAs) and 42,882 Supervisory Areas. In order to
facilitate identification of all EAs within administrative areas,
unigue Geo-codes were assigned to each EA and a
corresponding map was prepared and supplied to each
enumerator and supervisor. For supervision, coordination of
census work and for imparting training to the enumerators and
supervisor 2478 Zonal Officers, 119 District Census
Coordinators and 32 Regional Census Coordinators were
appointed from among the officers and other permanent
members of the staff of BBS.

Census committees were formed at the Zila, Upazila,
Municipality, Ward and Union levels to facilitate active
cooperation of local bodies and the general public.
Supervisors and enumerators were selected from amongst the
local teachers and educated unemployed youths residing in the
area of their respective assignment. In order to maintain
uniformity in training at all levels, a verbatim training manual
was used.

Vigorous publicity was launched though radio, television,
newspaper, poster, brochure, sticker and banner. Extensive
miking was made in all the enumeration areas, both in rural
and urban areas of the country. Census control rooms were
established at district, upazila, municipality, ward and union
levels. The central control room at the headquarter operated
round the clock. All DCCs, RCCs and Divionsa Co-
ordinators were provided with mobile telephone for
maintaining direct contact with the central control room and
the Director General .

The Post Enumeration Check (PEC) survey was conducted
from 239 to 27" February, 2001 in 280 randomly selected
enumeration areas throughout the country. The results are
being processed at the BBS headquarters.

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1. Preamble

1.1 The main objective of conducting the Population
Census is to count the number of people residing in the
geographical territory of Bangladesh as on Census Night.
Data collected through population census are cross-classified
and analysed to meet the demand of various users.

Bangladesh follows the decennial tradition of conducting the
Population Census. Asusual Bangladesh conducted the fourth
population census on the 239, 241, 251 26" and 271" January,
2001 corresponding to 10", 11" 12" 13" and 14" Magh,
1407 of the Bengali calender. Taking mid-night of the 22
January, 2001 as Census Night, all persons were counted in
the place where they stayed during that night.

1.2 Preparatory works of population census.

The Population Census is a gigantic and expensive work
which covers all persons of the country. The target is to
determine the exact number of people of the country without
omission or duplication. To accomplish thistarget the census
requires three years of preparatory works before actual count.
The census preparatory work was launched through mapping
work in 1998 and in turn the following main jobs were
compl eted subsequently:

121 Maps up-dating and delineation of
Enumeration area (EA) on maps.

Conducting Pre-tests and finalization

of questionnaire.

Conducting Zonal operation to build field level
organization.

Imparting training to field staff.

Creating awareness about census through
publicity.

Up-dating and finalizing of geo-code list.
Printing questionnaires, manuals and forms.

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To establish operational control over massive work like
population census and to ensure count in al areas, the whole
country was divided into approximately 2,62,000 Enumeration
Areas (EA). On an average, each EA consisted of about 100
households. For proper identification, mauza maps have been
taken as the base for delineating EAs. Villages having more
than 100 households were divided into two or more
enumeration areas. Enumeration areas having less than 60
households were merged with another adjacent smaller
enumeration area. In municipal areas, mahallahs were also
divided into one or more enumeration areas.

One enumerator was appointed for each enumeration area. To
supervise the work of 6 to 7 enumerators, one supervisor was
appointed. A Supervisor's area was delineated on the maps
and as a whole 47,678 supervisor’s area were created for the
country. For convenience of field operation, the big
Upazilas/Thanas were divided into zones comprising about
100 EAs. In total 2478 Zones were created. Excepting very
few zones the Zonal Officers were appointed from the staff of
BBS. 119 District Co-ordinators were appointed from Class-1
and Class-1l Gazetted Officers and 32 Regional Co-ordinators
were appointed from senior officers of the Bangladesh Bureau
of Statistics. Eight Divisional Co-ordinators were also
appointed from the senior most officers of Bangladesh Bureau
of Statistics. The Director-General of Bangladesh Bureau of
Statistics acted as the National Co-ordinator and Census
Commissioner.

To ensure participation and help of local administration,
Census Committee were formed at District, Upazila,
Pourashava, Union/Ward level. Intensive publicity was
launched to motivate the general people for co-operating to
provide censusinformation.

1.3  Census control, processing and preparation of Report.

The geo-coding system was updated for all areas starting with
EAs to administrative divisions for numeric identification and
for processing of the census data. A computer based control
system was established for distribution of census materials,
actual conduct of the census and for monitoring the census
operation. To ensure timely processing of the census, the
guestionnaire was designed in OCR/OMR format.

The Population Census 2001 has three phases:

Phase-1: Main Count:- Collection of basic information for all
households and individuals using OCR/OMR format
guestionnaire;

Phase-2: Post Enumeration Check (PEC):- A special survey
for quality and coverage evaluation of the Phase-1 operation.

Phase-3: Sample Census:- A Sample Census for collecting
detailed Socio-economic and demographic information from
selected households and individuals in the selected areas.
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2. SUMMARY FINDINGS OF POPULATION
CENSUS-2001

Census preliminary results have been prepared on the basis of
tally sheet figures. Two tally sheets were attached to each
census book and one edited tally sheet was run in the OCR
machine and processed. Preliminary results thus obtained are
given below:

2.1 Population:

The enumerated population of Bangladesh as on the census
night of 22" January, 2001:

2.2 Adjusted Population:;

To assess the coverage and quality of the census count, a Post
Enumeration Check(PEC) survey was conducted between
February 23-27, 2001. The data processing of PEC is going
on. On the basis of sample assessment of PEC data it is
estimated that approximately 4.95% of the population were
missed in the census count. Adjusting for the persons missed,
the population of Bangladesh on the night of January
22,2001:

2.3 Population Growth Rate:

The annual compound growth rate of Population (12.32
crores) of Bangladesh as per 2001 Census over the
enumerated Population (10.63 crores) of 1991 Census is
1.47%. The undercount rate in 2001 census was estimated to
be 4.95%. The annual compound growth rate of population in
the 2001 (12.93 crores) census over the adjusted 1991 census
population is 1.48%.

2.4 Population Density:

Total area of Bangladesh is 1,47,570 Square Kilo meter. Total
population is 12,31,51,246. The Population Density is 834 per
square Kilo metre. The Population Density of Population
Census 2001 and 1991 are given below:

Concepts and Definitions

Household: Persons who make common provision of food and spent census night in the same house constituted a
household. Households were classified in two types:

- Dwelling
- Institutional and others

The households used for the purpose of shelter and living were classified as dwelling households. Hostels,
hospitals, clinic, jails, barracks and orphanages were treated as institutional households and any others that did not
fall in the above two categories were treated as other households.

Census Night: Zero hours of the night following 22th January, 2001 was defined as ‘ Census Night'.

De-facto System: Counting persons in the place where he or she had been during the census. In the population
census persons were counted in the place where they stayed during the census night. Persons who were on duty
during the census night were enumerated at their usual place of residence.

Sex Ratio: Number of males per 100 femalesis called Sex Ratio.

Scope of Census: All the persons within the borders of Bangladesh on the census night were counted. Foreigners
living in Bangladesh on the census night were included in the enumeration and Bangladeshi citizen living outside
werenot enumerated.

Statistical Metropolitan Area (SMA): The four city corporations Dhaka, Chittagong, Rajshahi and Khulna and
their adjoining urban areas having features which are economically and culturally close to the corporation areas
have been defined as Statistical Metropolitan Areas or SMAS.

Mauza: Mauza is the lowest administratively identifiable area unit defined the Department of Land Record
(DLR). It hasamap and Jurisdiction List (J-L.) number.

Village: The areawhich the local people (villagers) recognise as village, is known as avillage. Usually, a mauza
may be avillage. In many occasions, a mauza may has more than one villages.

Enumeration Area: A delimited area comprising about 100 households and designated for counting by one
enumerator is known as Enumerations Area (EA).
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
