Are you referring to Magisterial Districts (MD)? In that case it's the 
first 3 digits of the unique number. I can't see Stratum as one of the 
variables in the House file. I also cannot see DC in the data. You must 
remember that the OHS is sample survey and that the sample was 
explicitly stratified by province.  
 
Hope this answers your question.
