There are two HHMs respectively 50 years old and 55 years old. The HHH works as POLRI 
(Police of Republic of Indonesia) member with montly income of Rp.3.000.000; however, 
spouse of HHH works as High School teacher with monthly income of Rp.4.000.000. The 
total area of the house is 170 m2. The house is owned by the HHH. Roof uses iron sheet with 
brick wall and floor is not made from soil. This household uses protected well water. The 
house has squat toilet and uses septic tank. This household uses 900 watt PLN electricity. The 
total amount for food consumption in this household is Rp.435.000/week, and for non food 
consumption costs Rp.167.812.000 with detail as follow: House rent costs Rp.7.000.000/year, 
buy car and kitchen appliance costs Rp.151.900.000/year. 
  
2. HHID 794110000 
There are two HHMs in this household respectively 44 years old and 46 years old. HHH 
works as staff administration in the high school with monthly income of Rp.2.290.000. 
Spouse of HHH works as teacher in Junior High School with monthly income of 
Rp.2.288.100. Total area of the house is 44 m2. The status of the house is own self. It uses 
asbestos roof, wood panel wall and the floor is not made from dirt/soil. This household uses 
protected well and has its own squat toilet that is equipped with septic tank. Food 
consumption in this household for a week costs Rp.779.375 with detail as follow: rice 
Rp.98.000, yam Rp.10.000, fish Rp.100.000, meat Rp.90.000, egg and milk Rp.18.000, 
vegetable Rp.63.500, nuts Rp.55.000, fruit Rp.77.500, oil Rp.48.750, drink ingredient 
Rp.40.000, spices Rp.25.250, other consumption Rp.10.500, ready food Rp.72.875, cigarette 
Rp.70.000. For non food consumption for a year costs Rp.58.959.500 with detail as follow: 
rent for house Rp.6.780.000/year, goods and services (cosmetics, pre-paid phone, gasoline, 
soap) Rp.19.320.000, health expenses Rp.2.430.000, ready to wear clothes Rp.4.368.000, 
unexpired goods (buying laptop, electronic, jewelry ,kitchen appliances, camera) 
Rp.24.731.500, tax costs Rp.133.000. 
 
3. HHID 126070000,  
There are 2 HHMs in this household respectively 66 years old and 58 years old. HHH works 
as labor in palm oil plantation with monthly income of Rp.1.000.000. Spouse of HHH does 
not work at all. The total area of the house is 168 m2. The status of house’s ownership is own 
house with shingle roofing, brick wall and floor that is made from not soil/dirt. This house 
uses pump well and has its own squat toilet complete with its septic tank. This household uses 
900 watt PLN electricity. Food consumption in this household costs Rp.196.000 in a week. 
For non food consumption, there are couple big expenses such as unexpired goods (buying 
kitchen appliances and car) Rp.80.500.000/year, paying for tax Rp.3.570.000/year; thus the 
total for non food consumption is Rp.95.090.000 in a year.  
 
4. HHID 247050000,  
There are 3 HHMs in this household respectively 55 years old, 50 years old and 15 years old. 
1 HHM works as a teacher in Ponpes AL FATAH with monthly income of Rp.200.000. 1 
other HHM works as a teacher in SMPN 3 with monthly income of Rp.3.200.000. The last 
HHM is still in Junior High School. The house is 72 m2 with ownership status as own house. 



The house uses concrete roof, brick wall, and the floor is not made of soil/dirt. This house 
uses protected well and has its own squat toilet complete with septic tank. This household 
uses 900 watt electricity that comes from PLN. Food consumption in this household for a 
week is as big as rp.339.000. Meanwhile, non food consumption per year is as big as 
Rp.173.364.000 with the biggest expenses for : rent for house Rp.10.000.000/year, ready to 
wear clothes Rp.5.560.000/year, unexpired good (car) Rp.152.350.000/year.  
 
5. HHID 720030000,

works as worker in coal mining with monthly income of Rp.41.666.600 and 1 HHM does not 
work. The house is as big as 96 m2 and it is owned by own self. The house has asbestos roof, 
brick wall and floor is not made of dirt/soil. This house uses pump well and has its own squat 
toilet that comes with septic tank. This household also uses 450 watt electricity that comes 
form PLN. Food consumption for a week in this household costs Rp.403.500. Non food 
consumption per year costs Rp.86.531.000/year with the biggest expenses for : rent of house 
Rp.6.000.000, good and service Rp.9.630.000, health expense Rp.2.920.000, unexpired goods 
(buying gold, vehicle, mobile phone, electronic) Rp.49.515.000, ceremony Rp.15.000.000. 
 
6.HHID 438050000,  
There is only one 44-year-old HHM in this household. HHM works in transportation for 
transporting cement with his or her own truck with monthly income as big as Rp.30.000.000. 
The total area of the house is 84 m2. The house is owned by HHM himself or herself. It uses 
tile roof, brick wall and floor is not made of soil/dirt. This household uses bottled water to 
fulfill its daily necessities and has its own squat toilet. This household also uses electricity 
that comes from PLN as big as 1300 watt. Food consumption for a week is as big as 
Rp.162.250. The biggest amount is for ready to serve food that costs as big as Rp.124.000. 
For non food consumption per year is as big as Rp.111.104.000. The biggest amount is for: 
rental of the house Rp.2.500.000, good and service Rp.2.492.000, clothes Rp.1.180.000, 
unexpired goods (buying car and other household appliances) Rp.87.000.000, paying for 
yearly tax Rp.16.150.000. 
 
7.HHID 824110000,  
There is only one 61-year-old HHM in this household. HHM works in a daily necessities 
trading business with income of Rp.150.000/month. Total of food consumption in a week is 
as big as Rp.668.500. In questionnaire there is a miscalculation. In Interviewer’s Note Margin 
for buying fruits (B7AR(8), it should be Rp.56.500 but it is written Rp.565.000 thus food 
consumption is only Rp.160.000/week. However, non food consumption per year is as big as 
Rp.6.628.000 with the most expense goes to house that costs Rp.4.800.000.  
 
8.HHID 717090000,  
There is only one 57-year-old HHM in this household. HHM works as merchant for daily 
necessities food with monthly income of Rp.2.250.000. HHM lives in a 100 m2 house. The 
status of ownership is own house. It uses iron sheet roof with wood panel wall and the floor is 
not made of dirt. This household uses water that comes from protected well to fulfill its daily 
necessities. It has its own squat toilet that is equipped with septic tank. This household uses 
lighting as big as 900 watt that comes from PLN. Food consumption in this household is as 
big as Rp.478.000 for a week with the biggest expenses for buying fish that costs Rp.260.000, 
meat that costs Rp.50.000, ready to eat food that costs Rp.25.000. For non food expenses, it 
costs Rp.20.363.500 per year with the highest expenses for renting house Rp.6.000.000,

HHM is the owner of a traditional food 
stall with income as big as Rp.4.950.000/month. Thise household occupies an 18m2 house. 
The ownership status in this household is own house with iron sheet roof, wood panel wall 
and the floor is not made of dirt. This household uses pump well to fulfill its daily necessities 
and has its own squat toilet that is equipped with septic tank. This household uses lighting that 
comes from 450 watt PLN electricity. For food consumption, it costs Rp.254.500 per week 
with the biggest expense for buying nuts that cost Rp.70.000. Meanwhile, for non food items,

1.HHID 360110000 
There are 2 HHMs in this household respectively 50 years old and 48 years old. Both HHM 
are currently working. HHM 01 works as a businessman with total income of 
Rp.1.100.000/month. HHM 02 works as family worker. This household lives in their own 
house with total area of 108 m2. The house uses roof tile, has brick wall and its floor is not 
dirt/soil. This household uses protected well water to fulfill its daily necessities and has own 
toilet in the form of squat toilet and is equipped with tank/spal. This household uses lighting 
from PLN as big as 450 watt. Food consumption for last week cost Rp.229.500. The biggest 
consumption were for: clove cigarette cost Rp.50.000 and meat cost Rp.35.000. The total 
value of non food consumption for this household is Rp.45.128.000 per year. Couple

thus expenses for tax also increases which is Rp.358.000/year.

HHM does not 
work. According to interviewer’s note, HHM’s child help HHM fulfills his or her own daily 
necessities. This household stays in a 63 m2 house. Status of the house is own self. The house 
uses iron sheet roof, brick wall and the floor is not made from soil/dirt. This household uses 
protected water well to fulfill its daily necessities. The house has own toilet in the form of 
squat toilet and is equipped with tank/spal. Lighting in this household uses 450 watt 
electricity from PLN. Weekly consumption in the household costs Rp.176.500 with the 
biggest consumption lies on rice which costs Rp.63.000. For non food consumption, the 
biggest consumption is house rent which costs Rp.24.000.000/year thus total expenditure is

Total number of HHM in 2007 is 4 people; however the total number of HHM in 2010 is 2 
people. One is 70 years old and the other one is 13 years old. This household stays in a 378 
m2 house that is owned by HHM himself/herself.

Its floor is not made of dirt/soil. This household uses pipe/running water to fulfill its daily 
necessities. It has its own toilet in the form of squatting toilet and is equipped with tank/spal.

Rp.37.000, ready to eat food and drink Rp.36.000. For non food consumption in this 
household, it costs Rp.61.024.000 with the highest consumptions for electricity-gas-water bill 
which costs Rp.2.064.000, buying goods and services that costs Rp.4.128.000, health 
expenses that cost Rp.50.880.000 which is for HHM 01 who stayed in the government and 
private hospital for 35 days. None of this HHM is working according to the interviewer’s 
note. HHMs get money from his or her child in order to fulfill their expenses.  
 
4. HHID 749110000 
There are 4 HHMs in 2007 but only 3 HHMs in 2010. This household occupies an 84 m2 
house. The status of the house is own house. The house uses iron sheet roof with brick wall 
and the floor is not made of dirt.

Non food 
consumption is as big as Rp.78.265.388 with the most consumption for electricity-kerosene-
water bill which costs Rp.2.518.000/year, buying goods and services Rp.27.564.000, buying 
clothes-shoes-detergent costs Rp.2.670.000. The biggest expense is for buying motor vehicle 
which costs Rp.2.020.000. In 2010, there is an expense for health insurance that costs 
Rp.231.388. HHM 01 works in the health department with income as big as 
Rp.2.900.000/month. HHM 02 works in a shop with income as big as Rp.500.000/month.  
 
5. HHID 883160000 
There were 6 HHMs in 2007; however, there are only 4 people in 2010. HHM 02 does not 
only work as household’s care taker. Regarding food consumption, interviewer made a 
mistake in adding couple food consumption variables: B7AR(1) is written Rp.280.000/week, 
it should be Rp.40.000/week, B7AR(3) is written Rp.700.000/week, it should be 
Rp.140.000/week, B7AR(4) is written Rp.330.000/week, it should be Rp.210.000/week, 
B7AR(5) is written Rp.37.500/week, it should be Rp.7.500, B7AR(6) is written 
Rp.150.000/week, it should be Rp.26.500/week, B7AR(8) is written Rp.245.000/week, it 
should be Rp.35.000/week, B7AR(10) is written Rp.82.000/week, it should be 
Rp.16.000/week, B7AR(11) is written Rp.14.000/week, it should be Rp.2.000/week. 
Therefore, total consumption in a week should be Rp.1.854.000, but in reality it should be 
Rp.493.000/week. For non food consumption per year is as big as Rp.5.410.000/year, this 
happens because there is a big expense on electricity-gas-firewood that costs Rp.2.550.000. 
 
6. HHID 015130000 
There were 2 HHMs in 2007. However there is only 1 HHM in 2010. This household 
occupies a house with total area of 54 m2. The house is owned by HHMs themselves. It uses 
iron sheet roof, wood panel wall, and the floor is not made of soil/dirt. This household uses 
protected well water to fulfill its daily necessities. It has its own squat toilet that is equipped 
with septic tank. Lighting in this household uses 450 watt PLN electricity. Total food 
consumption in this household for a week costs Rp.440.500/week.

Rent of house is Rp.25.000/month or Rp.300.000/year, however other value is for non HHM 
rental. Modify variable B7BR1(24) from Rp.180.000 to 0, B7BR2(24) from Rp.720.000 to 0. 
There is a big expense for 1 year education that cost as big as Rp.10.256.000 for child’s 
education whose is not HHM anymore (move  07/2008 and 07/2009) but it cannot be 
modified because there is an assumption that the child who moves out in within the last one 
year range (27/2009). In the food consumption, there is a big value which is rice consumption 
as big as Rp.120.000 and fish Rp.77.000. After being modified, food consumption becomes 
Rp.573.000/week and non food consumption becomes Rp.18.071.000.
