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Introduction (contd.)

- Household expenditure includes consumption expenditure and
non-consumption expenditure
— Consumption expenditure such as expenses on food, beverages
& tobacco (7 days-recall period); non-durable & frequently
purchased services (30 days-recall period); semi-durable and
durables (365 days-recall period)

- Non-consumption expenditures such as taxes, contribution to
funeral etc (365 days-recall period)

- All these expenditures were converted into monthly basis

» Further adjustments were made in the construction of the
consumption aggregate used in the estimation of poverty
estimates (e.g. Price adjustments, economies of scale etc)

» Consumption aggregate (welfare measure) based on household
consumption expenditure ONLY [used as proxy for household
income

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Poverty trends: summary

@ Income poverty based on the new survey of 2012/13
declines in rural but increases in urban areas. The
northern and eastern regions also experienced an
increase in poverty

@ Percentage of Ugandans living in absolute poverty
increased by 0.36 million persons in urban areas. This
increase however does not reverse the overall poverty
status given that the majority of the population live in
rural areas.

® Despite significant reduction in poverty, the Northern

region is home to the majority of the poor, and the
poverty headcount remains higher than the national

average
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Conclusion

@ Nationally poverty declines.

® Urban areas registered an increase in poverty while
rural areas registered a decline

® Income continues to be more unequal in all except
the western region where a reduction in income
inequality was observed.
