Sample:
Total non-institutionalized population of Georgia, 18 years and older, without citizens living in
Abkhazia and Samachablo. Five-stage area probability sample: (1) The country is divided into nine
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strata. For each stratum the desired number of respondents is defined proportionally to population
size. (2) Within each stratum the primary sampling units (communities) are selected at random, with
probability proportional to size. (3) Within each primary sampling unit 3-4 secondary sampling units
(voting districts) are randomly selected. The total number of secondary sampling units was 110. (4)
Within each secondary sampling unit houses (third sampling unit) are selected to serve as starting
point for the interviewer to follow a random route procedure to select a household (fourth sampling
unit). (5) Within each household the respondent is randomly selected using the (next) birthday
method (fifth sampling unit). Selection is done: 45% Male and 55% Female. 56% Urban and 44 Rural
%. Nationality: Georgian 76%, Russian 9%, Armenian 7%, Azeri 3% and Other 5%. The sample was
designed to be representative of the entire adult population, i.e. 18 years and older, of your country.
The lower age cut-off for the sample was 18 and there was not any upper age cut-off for the sample.
