The WVS questionnaire was in Slovak and Czech. There have been included some special variable
labels such us: V56 Neighbours: Gypsies and V149 Institution: The European Union. Special
categories labels are: V 167 Least liked groups: 8. Muslims and 9. Gypsies; V203/ V204
Geographical affinity, 1. Locality or town where you live, 2. Region of country where you live, 3. Own
country as a whole, 4. Europe, 5. The world as whole. Country Specific variables included are: V209:
Language at home. The variables political parties V210 a V212; V233 Ethnic group and Region: V
234 are also included as country specific variables. The V 206 Born in this country is also different in
Slovakia.

Sample:

The sample was designed to be representative of the entire adult population, i.e. 18 years and older,
of your country. The lower age cut-off for the sample was 18 and there was not an upper age cut-off

for the sample. Population: Total non-institutionalized population of Slovakia, 18 years and older. The
survey is based on proba Population: Total non-institutionalized population of Slovakia, 18 years and
older. The survey is based on probability sampling. The sample is drawn from AISA's own data-base
of about 95 thousand names and addresses collected originally from the 1994 October election lists
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which were continually updated by lists provided by local administration. This database was
established using a four-stage cluster random sample proportional to size based on approximately
250 sampling units spread over Slovakia. The sample for this particular survey was drawn from this
database as follows: (1) About 1,400 names and addresses were selected from the data-base by a
random procedure; (2) Addresses were assigned to about 113 sampling points; (3) Selection of
respondents within households used the last birthday rule. Any replacement of the target person was
strictly forbidden. Selection is done: 50% Male and 50% Female.

Fieldwork:

The Fieldwork Institute is AISA Prague. Fieldwork was conducted by 154 regularly trained AISA
interviewers. All interviewers obtained the instruction and they had a possibility to consult all unusual
problems which might occur during the fieldwork with their regional supervisors. One interviewer was
assigned to each sampling point. Each interviewer had to complete 8 interviews in the selected
households. The interviewer had to conduct at least three visits in each selected household (at least
one in the evening and at least one during the weekend) unless successfully completing the contact
with the selected prospective respondent sooner. 20 percent of completed interviews were controlled
by AISA employees by calling back. No serious mistakes were found.
