MOMLOC, POPLOC, and PARRULE were updated for the United States 2010 and 2015 samples to include additional
information on subfamilies. Prior to this correction, persons above age 17 were not receiving links to their co-resident

mothers and fathers.

An error affecting codes for the URBAN variable in Egypt 1986 for Cairo, Alexandria, Port-Said, and Suez was corrected.
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An error in INCEARN affecting Venezuela 2001 was corrected. Earned income in the source variable VE2001A 0440 is
interpreted as a monthly amount, thus adjustments previously applied to convert data from daily or weekly income were
supressed.

All the six Brazil samples in IPUMS International were replaced with higher density samples.
An edited version of the Chile 2017 sample was introduced to correct an error in household breaks.
Errors affecting codes for GEO1_ZA in South Africa 2011 and ENUTS1 in United Kingdom 1991 were corrected.

Harmonized geography variables for Cambodia, Fiji, and Nepal have been edited to accommodate new samples. Users
should be aware that codes and labels have changed in all harmonized and year-specific geography varaibles for these
countries.
