An error in INCEARN affecting Venezuela 2001 was corrected. Earned income in the source variable VE2001A_0440 is
interpreted as a monthly amount, thus adjustments previously applied to convert data from daily or weekly income were
supressed.

All the six Brazil samples in IPUMS International were replaced with higher density samples.

An edited version of the Chile 2017 sample was introduced to correct an error in household breaks.

IPUMS International establishes spouse-spouse links according to five basic rules, and SPRULE gives the number of the rule
that applied to the link in question. A sixth rule identifies sample-specific linking procedures only imposed in selected
instances.

The design of the interrelationship variables is described in this paper on IPUMSI family linking methodology.

In cases where more than one criterion for a likely stepmother is met, STEPMOM will take the value of the criterion with the
lowest code. See PARRULE for a description of the linking process.

Users should note that there are many stepmothers and adopted mothers in the population that cannot be identified with
information available in the censuses. Therefore, STEPMOM will always under-represent their actual number in the
population.
